Rubric Requirements Mechanics 
1. Visually attractive (color) and easy to follow 

2. Six (6) or more pictures per biome 

3. Correct spelling and grammar (- 2 points per error) 

4. Typed with font at least size 12 in an arial or time new roman style which can be easily read by "more

seasoned travelers" 

5. Five (5) or more correctly cited sources 

6. Travel agency name/group members 

7. Properly bound pamphlet – “proper” size poster – appropriate # of slides

Travel Information 
1. Specific country and town or city within your biome. – must include map 

2. How do you get there from El Paso, Texas? Provide specific directions and the time involved. 

3-6. The individuals taking this expedition are not made of money. Your frugal instructor wants a budget

 
for this trip. Provide a detailed, itemized budget, including the proposed costs for this trip (travel 

to the airport, cost of round trip flight, hotel expenses, meals, entertainment, travel while in the 

country, costs of attractions, etc.)  Plan on a seven (7) day stay with two travel days. 

7. Transportation in the country (bus, car, train, boat, camel, etc.) 

8. Attractions within 300 kilometers of your destination. 

9. Foods native to the area 

10. Shots and medical precautions needed 

11. Clothing and other items that should be packed. Take into account any cultural difference in your 
choices for attire. 

Business, Climate, and Geology 
1. Types of soils and/or the impact of human activities on these soils 

2. Specific geological hazards and/or attractions 

3. Agricultural, chief industries and commerce in the region 

4. What is the climate like? Is there a best time of the year to visit? 
5. What plants and animals will I see? (at least 6 plants and 6 animals) 

6. How does the climate impact the environment and the plant and animal life? 

7. Explanation of why this biome is located at this place on the planet. 

Ecology 
1. Two symbiotic relationships found in this biome 

2. A typical four step food chain in this biome with the trophic levels identified. 

3. Specifics on threats to biodiversity associated with humans in this biome. 

4. At least one endangered species found in this biome 

5. The main factors contributing to the endangered classification 

6. What is being done to help the endangered species? (reserves, parks, laws, etc.) 

7. Some specifics on how global climate change may influence some biotic aspect of this destination for
 
tourism in 25 years.
8. Any laws associated with protection of this biome.

Extra Points: Group presentation “selling” your biome to the class. You should dress the part of your 
biome and include things that you might pack on a visit to your biome.
